This is the end of my first year as your State Councillor; it has been a very enjoyable year on the Board of 

the RNSWBA. As always at committees of this kind, creates a lot of discussion and decision making which 

a lot has been on fairly small matters, but by no means all, and there have been some fairly weighty 

elements considered, but not always decided.

NSW 

The winners of the State Pennants (Zone) have been decided for 2010. The win of Wentworthville Leagues 

should end the discussion that only clubs with premier league players can win these events. I will take this 

opportunity to congratulate all the seven grade winners, and to wish them great success at the State finals in 

early August. For those who have not made it through to that exalted level before, it is a great experience 

just to be there, let alone to be playing, and I wish you all a very happy weekend.

Something we 

donôt like having to do, but we are left with no discretion under State Conditions of Play and Laws of the 

Sport Bowls.  Although the rules for putting in the forms were rather confusing and in some ways unfair, 

which may have caused some clubs to miss out on competing in the Post Sectionals Playoffs. The 

RNSWBA has now changed the form so it is fairer and easier to understand. The other disappointment is 

the lack of knowledge of the rules of bowls by clubs and their officials. It is important that clubs officials 

read the State Conditions of Play, Zone Conditions of Play, and Law of the Sport Bowls; all will have an 

effect on the way bowls are played. 

A number of our member clubs did very well and one merits special mention, Merrylands had 7 out of 7 

sides make the post sectional games and won three of those grades., The results were:- Wentworthville 

Leagues (1), Merrylands (2), Gladesville (3), Merrylands (4), Northmead (5), Parramatta RSL(6), and 

Merrylands (7). We wish all of them well at the State Play-offs. 

I like to thank my fellow members of the Match Committee, Leighton Ball, Robert Stewart, Les Watkins,
